The Kenyon Institute (Council for British Research in the Levant) is pleased to announce a one-day international workshop on the subject of: ‘Current Approaches to Graves and Cemeteries in the Holy Land: Patterns and Challenges’. The workshop is organized jointly with the Columbus School of Law at the Catholic University of America, Washington, USA. 

The workshop’s goal is to explore local policies and approaches to graves, as well as to account for different initiatives to address some of the inherent problems. Such exploration will contribute significantly to the understanding and contextualization of the legal and social stances on graves and cemeteries in the region.  Participants in the workshop will include local, US and European legal scholars as well as representatives of the Islamic, Christian and Jewish religious institutions in Jerusalem. 
The event will take place at the Kenyon Institute, Sheikh Jarrah, Jerusalem on Wednesday, 20 June 2007, 9.30-16.00.  

As a means of enhancing the workshop’s discussions the programme will include a
visit to a noted gravesite in the area.
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
